WHAT DOLES “FALL DIG HAZARD TREE” MEAN?

grow best in slightly different places. In re-
gard to balled and burlapped trees, one com-
mon factor is that the larger the rootball dug
at the nursery, the better the chance of sur-
vival for the tree once it is planted. Also, the
longer a tree stays in the ground at a nursety,
the bigger it gets and the more valuable. For

this reason nurseries usually prefer to dig

trees just before they will be shipped.

Trees that are shipped in the fall are
usually dug in the fall and trees that are
shipped in the spring are usually dug in the
spring. Therefore, whether transplanting or
buying one of these trees it is best to do it in

the spring.

If you absolutely must transplant
one of the trees listed below during the fall
season, be sure to dig an oversize rootball
and give the tree plenty of water in its new
hole. These steps will provide your tree with
the best chance of sutrviving long-term in its

new location.
